Children will be set 10 spellings to learn each week.
A new set should be tackled from each Friday and it is expected that the children will have learnt them by Wednesday of the following week.  They will be tested in school at some point from Wednesday to Friday.
This spelling book contains all the spellings for this half term and will be sent electronically.  However, in order to learn spellings, it is expected that children will physically write them out on a piece of paper.  They should copy each word twice, then practice two more times with the word covered.  Writing out spellings helps muscle memory and it is therefore easier for them to recall.  
They should then use the word in a sentence or two, ensuring that their spellings and punctuation are accurate.
