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What is the remote learning guide?  

Where students are unable to attend school due to, medical, or disciplinary reasons we will 
continue to provide resources to enable students to continue their education at home – we 
call this remote learning. We want to minimise the impact to your child’s education and 
therefore we have a plan to make sure learning can continue, when they are unable to 
attend school.  

We will be providing all teaching resources through Microsoft Teams. All students will be 
automatically placed in a Team for their classes in all subjects. Teachers will place all 
activities, including lessons and resources as files in these Teams. Pupils can access the 
Teams through their school email accounts. Teachers will also set homework and send 
messages to their pupils using MS Teams. All work will be available before the lesson is due 
to start.  

You can see a summary of what is being taught each week through the remote learning 
guides that are shared on the school website every Friday. Pupils can access the guides using 
FROG. Your child’s teachers, will also be available via email to answer any questions or 
queries your child may have. The email address for the head of each department is also 
included within this guide if you need to contact them regarding any subject related issue.

What is your child learning this term?   

This half-term, Year 7 will focus on ‘Shakespeare: A Midsummer Night's Dream and Script Work.’
