	Inventor study: Choose an inventor to research and create a poster about! You could research their inventions, their life and how their inventions have changed the world! You could also think about how they have inspired you! Can you think of any of your own inventions? 
	Dance: In PE this term we are learning to dance! So put on your favourite music and see if you can make up a dance routine to perform to your family! We can’t wait to see your fabulous videos!   
	Easter: Have a go at making your own Easter egg hunt for your family! Hide some eggs (or whatever you have handy!) and write some instructions to help your family find the eggs! Remember to use your positional language e.g over, under, behind, next to, near, around, in front of.
