• Use bonds & subtraction facts to 20. 

• Add & subtract: 

o 1 digit & 2 digit numbers to 20, including 

zero. 

• Add any three 1-digit numbers with a total up 

to 20. 

• Solve simple multiplication & division with 

apparatus & arrays.  

• Recognise half and quarter of object, shape 

or quantity.  

• Sequence events in order.
