Dyslexia is a learning difficulty that primarily affects the
skills involved in accurate and fluent word reading and
spelling.

- Difficulties in phonological awareness, verbal

memory and verbal processing speed.

» Occurs across a range of intellectual abilities.

*Co-occurring difficulties may be seen in aspects of
language, motor coordination, mental calculation,
concentration and personal organisation, but these are not,
by themselves, markers of dyslexia.
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'A formal dyslexia
assessment cannot be
conducted until a child is
at least 7 years old
