The curriculum and school environment is designed to promote positive behaviours
and to teach pupils effective learning behaviours and effective self-regulation
strategies

Relationships with families are fostered to support pupils with their behaviour needs
and to ensure families receive the support required

Communications with families regarding behaviours is conducted positively,
professionally and supportively

Relationships with internal and external agencies are prioritised and developed to
meet the needs of pupils and their families

Staff are trained in the use of ‘reasonable force’ within the Team Teach Behaviour
Management guidelines in line with the Behaviour Policy
