Headteacher’s Message 

Recently I spent some time talking with one of our year groups after hearing children had been discussing 

current world events. Children are often more perceptive than we realise. Despite our best efforts to 

protect their innocence, they are aware of the world around them. While we aim to shield them from 

unnecessary exposure to complex adult issues, it is encouraging to see their growing interest in global 

events and, importantly, the compassionate and empathetic perspectives they showed in our talk. Their 

instinctive concern for others was clear to me – these are the attitudes we need in our leaders. 

My visit wasn’t to silence or judge these conversations but rather to provide a safe space where they 

could express their thoughts, ask questions, clear up any misconceptions and reflect upon when and 

where is appropriate to have them. After all, if we shut them down, they will only happen elsewhere but 

without the guidance which is when problems begin. Other safe spaces we identified were with parents, 

with trusted adults (including in school) but not in places where other children may be affected or where 

misinformation could occur. 

During our discussion, the pupils demonstrated a mature curiosity about how the world works and why 

certain events unfold. Their questions were thoughtful and their behaviour respectful. Together, we 

reflected on what it means to belong to Highfield—a diverse yet unified community, with families 

connected to all sides of global conflicts, but who ultimately share the same hopes: peace and safety. The 

conversation left me reassured that the future looks to be in very capable hands. But if you are concerned 

about any of the above, please reach out.
