Binary numbers or binary code are used by computers and digital 

devices to talk to each other. It is used to give commands to 

the computer or a way to enter data (information). 

We use the alphabet to write letters or words to communicate. 

Computers use binary code.  

This is the binary alphabet.  Instead of writing the letter “A”, 

computers would write 01000001.
