A high-quality geography education should inspire in pupils a curiosity .ond
fascination about the world and its people that will remain with them for the rest
of their lives. Teaching should equip pupils with knowledge .about diverse places,
people, resources and natural and human erwironments, together with .o deep
understanding of the Earth's key physical and human processes. As pupils
progress, their growing knowledge ahout the world should help them to .deepen
their understanding .of the interaction hetween physical .and human processes, .and
of the formation .and wse of landscapes .and erwironments. Geographical
knowledge, wunderstanding and skills provide the framew.orks and approaches that
explain how the Earth's features at different scales .are shaped, interconnected .and
change ower time.

Lmplementation

Ouwr geography curriculum is organised into termly topics as discussed and agreed
by all teaching staff (see appendix a for whole school overview of ,gzo,grap)ué).

To mowve away from pupils believing they are learning .ahout ‘topic, we feel it is

important for the subject of geography to he taught discretely, .although links will
be made with other subjects where appropriate.

To meet owr curriculum intent for geography, we have agreed to do the following:




Create o topic conver sheet in pupils’ hooks ot the start of each new
geography topic. This mwill include .a map .and/or important photographs, key
~ocabulary ond key questions for the specific topic. It may include some
necessary knowledge needed for the topic hut will .allow pupils the
opportunity to gain this knowledge for themselves.

Use skills progression grids and knowledge threads documents to ensure that
pupils are building upon skills .already .acquired and to provide appropriate
challenge.

Key rvocahbulary for the topic will he displayed, revisited, practised and
checked wpon not .only .during that specific topic but at other times to ensure
it ‘aticks’.

Focus on ensuring progression in mapping skills.

At St John Vianney, we recognise that owr geography curriculuwm needs to he
constantly evolving and through regular .monitoring, ev.oluation and feedback, we
will .make the necessary changes to provide the hest possible geogroaphy curriculum
for ouwr pupils.
