School Aftendance

Attendance in the first half of the summer term started positively at 94.3% but has
shown a gradual decline over the following weeks, reaching 90.5% before improving
slightly to 91.5% in the most recent week. Overall attendance since September 2025
has remained broadly steady at around 91.5%-91.6%, while attendance since the start
of the spring term has fallen from 94.3% to 92.6%, showing that rates have weakened
over fime.

These figures highlight the importance of maintaining a strong focus on attendance as
even small weekly drops can have a significant impact on pupils’ learning over fime.
Every school day matters because missing school means missing vital teaching,
learning opportunities, social development, and routines that help children succeed.
Improving attendance remains a key priority so that all pupils can benefit fully from
everything the school offers.
