- Identify the position and significance of latitude, longitude, 
Equator, Northern Hemisphere, Southern Hemisphere, the 
Prime/Greenwich Meridian and time zones.  
- Use maps, atlases, globes and digital/computer mapping to 
locate countries.  
- Use the 8 points of a compass 4- and 6- figure references 
symbols and key to build their knowledge of the UK and the 
wider world.

Art in Context – use observation skills to 
replicate images by well-known artists and 
explain how their work is similar/different.  
Drawing – use hard and soft lines with a 
pencil, to record detail in the distance, 
foreground and create shadow and avoid 
using an eraser.
