The curriculum in The Nest will evolve throughout the year. As a starting point we have identified learning and theme suggestions and these will develop over the year
as we follow children’s interests and get to know our children more. We aim to help every child to develop their language and build their learning over time. Our
curriculum and planning will be flexible which will enable it to be driven by our children’s interests.
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Characteristics of Effective Learning

Playing and exploring: Children investigate and experience things, and ‘have a go’. Children who actively participate in their own play develop a larger store of information and
experiences to draw on which positively supports their learning

Active learning: Children concentrate and keep on trying if they encounter difficulties. They are proud of their own achievements. For children to develop into self-regulating, lifelong
learners they are required to take ownership, accept challenges and learn persistence.

Creating and thinking critically: Children develop their own ideas and make links between these ideas. They think flexibly and rationally, drawing on previous experiences which help
them to solve problems and reach conclusions.

Overarching Principles

Unique Child: Every child is unique and has the potential to be resilient, capable, confident and self-assured.

Positive Relationships: Children flourish with warm, strong & positive partnerships between all staff and parents/carers. This promotes independence across the EYFS curriculum.
Children and practitioners are NOT alone - embrace each community.

Enabling environments: Childrenlearn and develop well in safe and secure environments where routines are established and where adults respond to their individual needs and
passions and help them to build upon their learning over time.

Learning and Development: Children develop and learn at different rates. We must be aware of children who need greater support than others.

Communication and Language

invites them to elaborate, children become comfortable using a rich range of vocabulary and language structures

making use of conjunctions, with modelling and support from their teacher.

| Physical Development

Statutory Physical activity is vital in children’s all-round development, enabling them to pursue happy, healthy and active lives. Gross and fine motor experiences develop
Framework for incrementally throughout early childhood, starting with sensory explorations and the development of a child’s strength, co-ordination and positional awareness
the Early Years through tummy time, crawling and play movement with both objects and adults. By creating games and providing opportunities for play both indoors and

Foundation Stage | outdoors, adults can support children to develop their core strength, stability, balance, spatial awareness, co-ordination and agility. Gross motor skills provide
the foundation for developing healthy bodies and social and emotional well-being. Fine motor control and precision helps with hand-eye co-ordination, which is
later linked to early literacy. Repeated and varied opportunities to explore and play with small world activities, puzzles, arts and crafts and the practice of using
small tools, with feedback and support from adults, allow children to develop proficiency, control and confidence.

Statutory

It is crucial for children to develop a life-long love of reading. Reading consists of two dimensions: language comprehension and word reading. Language
comprehension (necessary for both reading and writing) starts from birth. It only develops when adults talk with children about the world around them and the
books (stories and non-fiction) they read with them, and enjoy rhymes, poems and songs together. Skilled word reading, taught later, involves both the speedy
working out of the pronunciation of unfamiliar printed words (decoding) and the speedy recognition of familiar printed words. Writing involves transcription
(spelling and handwriting) and composition (articulating ideas and structuring them in speech, before writing).

Children at the expected level of development will: - Demonstrate understanding of what has been read to them by retelling stories and narratives using their
own words and recently introduced vocabulary; - Anticipate — where appropriate - key events in stories; - Use and understand recently introduced vocabulary
during discussions about stories, non-fiction, rhymes and poems and during role-play.

Word Reading

Children at the expected level of development will: - Say a sound for each letter in the alphabet and at least 10 digraphs; - Read words consistent with their
phonic knowledge by sound-blending; - Read aloud simple sentences and books that are consistent with their phonic knowledge, including some common
exception words.

Writing

Children at the expected level of development will: - Write recognisable letters, most of which are correctly formed; - Spell words by identifying sounds in them
and representing the sounds with a letter or letters; - Write simple phrases and sentences that can be ready by others.

| Understanding the World

National Pupils should develop an awareness of the past, using common words and phrases relating to the passing of time. They should know where the people and
Curriculum events they study fit within a chronological framework and identify similarities and differences between ways of life in different periods. They should use a wide
History KS1 vocabulary of everyday historical terms. They should ask and answer questions, choosing and using parts of stories and other sources to show that they know

and understand key features of events. They should understand some of the ways in which we find out about the past and identify different ways in which it is
represented. In planning to ensure the progression described above through teaching about the people, events and changes outlined below, teachers are often
introducing pupils to historical periods that they will study more fully at key stages 2 and 3.

Pupils should be taught about: & changes within living memory. Where appropriate, these should be used to reveal aspects of change in national life % events
beyond living memory that are significant nationally or globally [for example, the Great Fire of London, the first aeroplane flight or events commemorated
through festivals or anniversaries] & the lives of significant individuals in the past who have contributed to national and international achievements. Some
should be used to compare aspects of life in different periods [for example, Elizabeth | and Queen Victoria, Christopher Columbus and Neil Armstrong, William
Caxton and Tim Berners-Lee, Pieter Bruegel the Elder and LS Lowry, Rosa Parks and Emily Davison, Mary Seacole and/or Florence Nightingale and Edith Cavell]
& significant historical events, people and places in their own locality.

Geography KS1 Pupils should develop knowledge about the world, the United Kingdom and their locality. They should understand basic subject-specific vocabulary relating to
human and physical geography and begin to use geographical skills, including first-hand observation, to enhance their locational awareness. Pupils should be
taught to: Locational knowledge & name and locate the world’s seven continents and five oceans & name, locate and identify characteristics of the four
countries and capital cities of the United Kingdom and its surrounding seas Place knowledge & understand geographical similarities and differences through
studying the human and physical geography of a small area of the United Kingdom, and of a small area in a contrasting non-European country Human and
physical geography & identify seasonal and daily weather patterns in the United Kingdom and the location of hot and cold areas of the world in relation to the
Equator and the North and South Poles & use basic geographical vocabulary to refer to: & key physical features, including: beach, cliff, coast, forest, hill,
