Why Do You Need My Information?

We process personal data relating to those we employ in order to administer payroll, pensions,
training and appraisal, monitor equal opportunities and manage your access to various services such
as IT and buildings. This is for employment purposes to assist in the running of the school.

The categories of information that we collect, hold and share include:

. Personal information (such as name, NI number)

o Characteristics (such as ethnicity, nationality, country of birth)

i Qualifications

o Work related information (including employment contracts, remuneration details, and

We will also collect, store and use the following "special categories" of more sensitive personal
information: absence information).

e Biometric data (For the sole use of ingress and egress of the school)

What Allows You To Use My Information?

We collect and process employee information as part of our contract with employees under both
the Data Protection Act and Article 6, part (b) of the General Data Protection Regulation.

The submission of the school workforce census return, including a set of individual staff records, is a
statutory requirement on schools and local authorities by virtue of regulations made under sections
113 and 114 of the Education Act 2005. This means that:

o although schools and local authorities must meet their obligations to data subjects
under the Data Protection Act, they do not need to obtain consent for the provision of
information from individual members of the workforce

o schools and local authorities are protected from any legal challenge that they are
breaching a duty of confidence to staff members

o schools and local authorities must complete a return.

Under the Regulation of Investigatory Powers Act 2000, Computer Misuse Act 1990 and The

Telecommunications (Lawful Business Practice) (Interception of Communications) Regulations 2000,

we also have the right to monitor the use of computer and telephone facilities for purposes such as
preventing and detecting criminal acts, investigating unauthorised use, making sure that policies are
being followed and for training and quality control.
