Please also remember that you should be reading everyday with your child, and practicing their sight words using the sight word rockets provided. 

	Food diary: Make a food diary for a week with your family. At the end of the week have a look and see if you are eating a balanced diet with lots of fruits and vegetables and plenty of water. Perhaps you could challenge yourself to eat five portions of fruit and vegetables every day!
	Athletics: In PE this term we are preparing for sports day by doing lots of athletics. Set up your own family sports day with races, relays and target games. You could even make your own medals and trophy for the winner!   
	[bookmark: _GoBack]Patterns: Use pasta or beads to make your very own repeating patterns. Start off with an ABAB pattern then try AAB, AABB and even AABBC! You could glue your pattern down or thread it on string to make a lovely necklace!     

	Stranger danger: Read Little Red Riding Hood and discuss how the wolf was a stranger. Talk about what we should do if a stranger talks to us in real life or online. Make a poster about how to stay safe around strangers.   
	Fact file: Soon you will be moving into Year One! Make a fact file about yourself for your new teacher so that they can get to know you. You could include your favourite subjects, hobbies, friends and anything else that you would like your new teacher to know about you. Talk to your grown up about how you are feeling about moving to year one. Remember that is an exciting time and you are going to love being in Year One!  
	Fairy tales: Have a go at writing your own fairy tale with a beginning, middle and end! Remember the key features of a fairy tale:

Beginning – Once upon a time…..Introduce characters and setting. Remember there are always good characters and bad characters in fairy tales – and the good character always wins!

Middle – Introduce a problem.

End – How does the problem get solved? (Resolution) And they all lived happily every after!
