What is the Phonics Screening Check?

• A word-reading check at the end of Year 1.
• this is designed to check the children’s ability to identify sounds 

they have learnt in real and alien words, use Fred Talk to sound 
them out and then read the word.

• Children read 40 words
• these are a mixture of real and alien 

• words, simple words and longer words.

The children’s scores are 

submitted online to the 

government.
