100 marks and 2 hours in duration.

Paper 1 – Marketing, people and global business,
assessing Theme 1 & 4

Total marks: 100 Weighting: 35% Exam time: 2hrs

Paper 2 – Business activities, decisions and
strategy, assessing theme 2 & 3

Total marks: 100 Weighting: 35% Exam time: 2hrs

Paper 3 – Investigating business in a competitive
environment – assessing all themes

Total marks: 100 Weighting: 30% Exam time: 2hrs
