This year St Johns have had the opportunity to have a mobile pool bought into the school for three weeks, allowing the year 6 booster sessions to happen multiple times a week, meaning more children have been able to pass the 25m swim test. Our 14% of students who have not passed are due to various reasons, some parents did not want children to swim, some children were not part of the school in year 5 and therefore this was their first year ever getting into a pool and some children were not able to complete the test due to SEN needs.  
 

	What percentage of your current Year 6 cohort can use a range of strokes effectively [for example, front crawl, backstroke, and breaststroke]?

	[bookmark: _Int_egi1XfcO][bookmark: _Int_rN7MFfYI]Our swimming sessions ran in three levels of ability groups for all of year 6, all of our top group were able to effectively use a range of strokes and the majority of our middle level group were able to do the same. Our lower-level groups worked on the basics during their first sessions, and some were able to demonstrate their use of strokes by the end of the lesson blocks. All year 6 children made progress throughout the sessions. 



	What percentage of your current Year 6 cohort are able to perform safe self-rescue in different water-based situations?

	[bookmark: _Int_qxSv1oyI]The majority of our year 6 children are able to perform safe self-rescue in different water related situations. This is covered in the first sessions of every block to ensure safety for all swimmers. The five children unable to demonstrate safe self-rescue were all due to SEN needs and were accompanied by an additional adult in the pool for safety reasons.

	We have used the sports premium budget to offer our 30 lowest ability students additional booster sessions, out of the 30 selected, 16 have now passed the 25m swim test.

	A massive benefit of having the mobile pool this year was the opportunity staff members got to see the pool in action, listen to the delivery of a lesson from a qualified instructor. Some members of staff also had the opportunity to enter the pool and perform wet and dry tests and then assist in the delivery of lessons.
