In English this term, we will be using our learning in Geography and the story ‘Greta and the Giants’ to inspire
our writing. The children will learn techniques to help them develop their writing; these will include adverbial
phrases, subordinating conjunctions and possessive apostrophes.

This term in Maths, we will begin with a unit on area where we measure and compare the area of different
shapes. Following this, we will be developing our understanding of mulfiplication and division using a range of
formal written and mental methods. We will continue to develop fimes tables and number fluency.

Our new topic for this tferm will be ‘Sound’. In this unit we will learn about how sounds are made, associating
some of them with something vibrating. We will be conducting experiments and investigations info how pitch,
volume and distance impact sounds.
