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Rationale

RE at Wyborne will follow the curriculum and guidance outlined by the Royal Borough of Greenwich (RBG) in September 2019. This curriculum is based on the national requirements for teaching Religious Education at Primary level. Our curriculum is based on documentation provided from the Royal Borough of Greenwich authority and the National Curriculum but it has been tailored to the religions and beliefs of our families.  Appendix 1 (at the end of this document) shows a chart of the number of children belonging to each religion at Wyborne Primary School (May 2020) and this is typical of previous years’ intake. This data was pulled from our school registration system (ScholarPack) and is the most accurate representation of the beliefs of our families. It can be seen that the majority of children are Christian, but many families have no religion or did not declare one during the registration process. It is our strong belief that children must learn about the beliefs and cultures of their peers and those of world religions in or order to develop into tolerant, respectful members of society. This links very much with British values.
The national and local curriculum requires schools to teach some mandatory units of work and gives an indication of how these should be taught. The diagram in Appendix 2 is the chart that schools in RBG should be following. It ‘breaks down’ the teaching into age-appropriate units. Some of these units, or faith components, have been adapted from the previous national curriculum, some have remained the same and there are a couple of new units which have replaced older ones.

	The festivals listed are a suggested based on the religious beliefs held by members of the school. This may change year on year so it is important for the EYFS teachers to be aware of the faiths that their class belong to and to cater to those children each year. However, it is also important for the children to be exposed to a wide variety of faiths and their celebrations. Festivals celebrated by members of the school community that feature in the programme planned for the school or in the classroom will provide many opportunities to help children to begin to develop connections between faiths, festivals, key figures, places, stories and symbols.  As they talk about the story associated with each festival and the way in which the festival is celebrated, children should be beginning to connect festivals to their faith context. For example, it is important that children learn that Christmas is a Christian festival celebrated by Christians.
This will prepare the children for KS1 as they would have been provided with the opportunity to experience the ways in which their faith and others celebrate throughout the year.

The unit concludes with children considering how we remember people who have died. They will reflect of their  responses to human experience of death and understand how important it is to celebrate a life and how remembering them can help their friends to become less sad.

The children will need to consider how faith communities support members of other communities when they have a need, in times of celebration or crisis. 

In this unit they will also reflect on how they express their own faith and beliefs. They will investigate how communities show and share their beliefs and faiths in the wider communities and how this has changed. Children will investigate how people from the same faith do things differently because of their family links to other countries such as specific foods eaten at festivals. 

The unit concludes with the children reflecting, expressing and evaluating their own values and commitments. They will consider what is important to them and their faith. They will consider whether you need to have a faith or belief to have values. This is the final RE topic. The children will apply everything they have learnt and discovered so far and apply this to their local community. They will analyse, synthesise, express and evaluate. They will reflect on their own faiths and beliefs and consider the impact of this on their local community.

The Royal Greenwich Agreed Syllabus draws upon the principles that underpin the EYFS Framework: 

• quality and consistency in all early years settings, so that every child makes good progress and no child gets left behind;  

• a secure foundation through learning and development opportunities which are planned around the needs and interests of each individual child and are assessed and reviewed regularly;  

• partnership working between practitioners and with parents and/or carers;  

• equality of opportunity and anti-discriminatory practice, ensuring that every child is included and supported.  

Overarching Principles  

Four guiding principles should shape practice in early years settings. These are:  

 • every child is a unique child, who is constantly learning and can be resilient, capable, confident and self-assured;  • children learn to be strong and independent through positive relationships;  • children learn and develop well in enabling environments, in which their experiences respond to their individual needs and there is a strong partnership between practitioners and parents and/or carers; and  • children develop and learn in different ways and at different rates. The framework covers the education and care of all children in early years provision, including children with special educational needs and disabilities. 

Our guidance provides suggestions for ways in which practitioners can create an environment and plan activities which help children to further understand the world around them through Religious Education across all the seven areas of learning.
