
 

English and Reading: 

Our learning this term in English will explore our enquiry question: “What makes our world work 

and how can we help it?” through the picture book The Last Tree. The children will develop their 

skills in descriptive and persuasive writing using the text to inspire their own ideas about caring for 

the world around us. In Reading, the children will read Holiday Heatwave, where they will practise 

their comprehension skills while building their fluency and enjoyment of stories. 

Maths: 

In Maths, the children will be revisiting and deepening their understanding of place value before 

moving on to developing their addition and subtraction skills.  Our mental maths focus will be to 

ensure the children are secure in their addition and subtraction facts. 

Science 

Our topic this term is ‘Humans and Other Animals’. We will be looking at the make-up of the 

human body, including muscles and skeletons, and how we look after our bodies through 

exercise and eating well.
