Remote Education: Information for Parents 
This information is intended to provide clarity and transparency to our whole school community- children, parents or carers about what to expect from remote education if local restrictions require entire cohorts (or bubbles) to remain at home.  

The Remote Curriculum 

In the case of the school being asked to provide remote education for the majority of pupils, for example in a national lockdown situation, or for an entire class bubble who are asked to self-isolate, remote learning activities, videos and guidance will be published on the website www.stowprimaryschool.co.uk  through the direct links on the front page our class TRELLO boards.

This will be posted daily and a daily email to each class will also be sent out containing the links and further information direct from the class teacher.  

In the case of just one or two children being asked to stay at home and self-isolate, your child’s teacher will email the activities that have been completed during the day, with and help guides or examples that might be useful. For this reason, remote learning activities will be one day behind the learning of pupils in school. As far as possible the curriculum offered remotely will match the usual long-term curriculum plan for the whole school.  
Remote teaching and study time each day 

In Reception and Key Stage 1 the school will provide three hours of activities for pupils each day. Remember that for children in reception, activities will be play-based, practical and will be expected to be delivered in short sessions throughout the day with regular breaks.  
In Key Stage 2 the school will provide four hours of activities for pupils each day. This will include activities which they complete independently and may include some live taught sessions. 

How to Access Remote Education  
We recognise that some pupils may not have suitable online access at home. If your child does not have access to a suitable device to access activities online, please contact the school office. In some circumstances we can support parents to apply for a device, or we may be able to provide a device to borrow. This is subject to availability and demand. The DfE may also be able to offer support to improve online access: www.gov.uk/guidance/get-help-with-technology 
For those children expected to attend via TEAMS we will be setting up school email addresses and sending out invitations to children, please watch this space for further details. This is already in place for Class 5 and has been used successfully and will be rolled out to Class 4 and 3 and we will see how that goes and what the uptake it like. 

Remote Education Methods 

At Stow-on-the-Wold Primary School we aim to deliver the curriculum to the pupils using a mixture of approaches: 

· pre-recorded videos or audio instruction created by the class teacher 

· pre-recorded video instruction from published resources 

· sharing how to guides/study guide or step by step instruction for pupils to complete work

· sharing suitable online materials for children to watch or listen to

· interactive virtual sessions such as on ZOOM and Teams

Children will be expected to work with practical resources found within the home, use paper, exercise books and present their work in written form for some learning tasks. However, they may also be asked to access an online game or APP or create a presentation which they can record and share with the teacher. We aim to offer a range of teaching and learning styles so that all children remain motivated. 

Engagement 

All children are expected to attempt their remote learning tasks to the best of their abilities, just as they would in school. 
If your child is not engaging in their learning, the class teacher will contact you directly by email or a telephone call. 
Work is expected to be submitted daily as soon as it is complete, using email 

If teachers do not receive any completed work for a period of 5 working days, they will contact you to ask for your support.  

Feedback

Feedback can take many forms and may not always mean extensive written comments for individual children. For example, whole-class feedback or quizzes marked automatically via digital platforms are also valid and effective methods, amongst many others. Feedback will be offered daily by teachers through answering comments of questions submitted via email, giving individual or whole class feedback for any tasks which they have specified must be recorded. They may also amend or adjust the next task as a result of the outcomes that are submitted by the class. 

Additional support for pupils with particular needs 

We recognise that some pupils, for example some pupils with special educational needs and disabilities (SEND), may not be able to access remote education without support from adults at home. We acknowledge the difficulties this may place on families, and we will work with parents and carers to support those pupils in the following ways: 

· Additional liaison with the class teacher, support or hub staff or SENCo to offer adjustments or additional instructions 

· Individual instructions to support parents when requested 

· Adjusted activities is necessary 

· Alternative recording methods, e.g. using a scribe or typing rather than writing

· Additional practical resources for support 

· Additional 1:1 or small group session to target particular needs 

Remote education for self-isolating pupils 

Where individual pupils need to self-isolate but the majority of their peer group remains in school, how remote education is provided will likely differ from the approach for whole groups. This is due to the challenges of teaching pupils both at home and in school. 

If your child is not in school because they are self-isolating, the instructions and guidance will not be as full as teachers will not be able to prepare video tutorials alongside classroom teaching. However, they will send photos and examples of the instructions given in class and where appropriate finished examples so that your child can see what is expected of them.
