This term, we will be exploring the question: ‘'How do we treat people who commit crimes?'’ We will look 

at the concept of social justice which will link some of our curriculum areas. 

 

English:   We will be studying the brilliant novel ‘Holes’ by Louis Sachar and this will form the basis 

of our reading and writing activities for the first few weeks. We will also be developing the 

children’s spelling, grammar and punctuation skills on a regular basis. 

 

Maths:  In Maths we will be looking at place value including negative numbers and rounding.  

We will also be extending our calculation skills using addition, subtraction, multiplication and 

division, alongside solving multi-step problems involving these operations. 

Science: Classification is our first topic in Science. We will explore the ‘big idea’ that living and 

non-living things can be grouped in a variety of ways. 

History: The children will be studying Crime and Punishment through the ages this term. Through 

a variety of different learning experiences, the children will gain an insight into how crimes and 

punishments have changed over the years.
